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Pastor’s Column

There is a new country song by Kenny Chesney with the title, “Dont Blink. "It is about a news reporter
who interviews a man turning 102 years old with a question about what he learned in that time. His re-
sponse is the title of the song, about how quickly time (even 102 years) passes. Hard to believe that % of
the year 2007 is gone, and how true it is that the older you are, the faster it seems to go! The song im-
plies the importance of focusing your energy and effort on the right things — like marriage and family.

The Psalmist writes “The length of our days is seventy years — or eighty if we have the strength;
vet their span is but trouble and sorrow, for they quickly pass, and we fly away. ” And a few verses later;
“Satisfy us in the morning with your unfailing love, that we may sing for joy and be glad all our days.” A
very similar commentary on the quickness with which life passes — but one that adds the importance of
asking God to fill our lives with His presence.

We live in a world that is seeking to make sense of the seeming senselessness or purpose of life.
One that acknowledges the quickness of it and the trouble in it, but no solution for it. Our outlook and
understanding of life agrees with the first two statements, but is the exact opposite of the third. There is a
solution that radically alters the perspective and that solution is the visitation and incarnation of God into
the human condition and experience in the person of Jesus the Christ. Not only does Jesus make sense
of our purpose, He also brings the knowledge that life (while fleeting this side of heaven) goes on forever!
And that while there is trouble along the way in this valley, “his unfailing love enables us to ‘sing for joy
and be glad all our days!””

Jesus calls us into this relationship of life with Him, asks us to grow in understanding and apply-
ing it to our daily life through study and prayer, and sends out into a confused world to live joyful lives
and tell others about our source of gladness. For us the meaning of “Don t Blink”is, first, you might miss
a blessing God has given (like marriage and family), and second, an opportunity to tell someone the solu-
tion to their confusion — Jesus.

This also robs grief of its stronghold on us - for the knowledge we have of being reunited with her re-
leases hope for the moment, the day and the rest of our lives.

The opportunity of ministry, the privilege of professing and teaching of the "hope that lies within me", and
the continued strong prayer support of family, friends and the Church of God keep us moving forward in
the journey through this valley of shadows until we rest in the arms of the Good Shepherd.

Okay may be the best we ever have, but it is still better than the pit of despair. Okay is really OK!
