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Memory:  The first commandment and meaning “You shall have no other gods” What does this 
mean?

Reading: This week we will be reading the story “Angel Child, Dragon Child” and there will be a 
reading test on Friday.  

Math : We will be working on writing number sentences for “some, some more” and “some, some went 
away” story problems, dividing squares into two and four equal parts, identifying congruent shapes, 
counting dimes and nickels, adding and subtracting 10 to a two-digit number, and learning addition facts 
with sums of 10. 
 
English: We will be working on cause and effect, pronouns, using context clues, and the /e/ sound. 
 
History: There will be a test on Canada on Wednesday. The class received a study guide for this in class today! 
 
Science: On Wednesday we will start talking about sound and the human ear.
